"PC Gamer Bikes” was awarded $1,627.00 for the purchase of PCGamerBikes which will expose the students to more interactive fitness. Interactive Fitness as a whole introduces students to a new and exciting alternative to traditional fitness.  Gregg Boldman is the project leader who will implement this project at Westview School.
"Improving Reading Comprehension Using Audio Books" was awarded $430.00 for the purchase of several new audio books for the classroom and home listening. Audio books allow the reluctant reader to enjoy literature they would otherwise not read.  Jonnette Maslowski is the project leader who will implement this project at Maercker School
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"Strokes of Genius" was awarded $840.00 to bring a performance of the life and achievements of Vincent Van Gogh to students as an art history experience.  Performer and educator, Scott Shepard, will bring his production of “Vincent Van Gogh” to Maercker School for a single performance for the entire school.  Mary Ann Michelsons is the Project Leader from Maerker School.
